Another
my grandfather, a man with especially peaceful
profession — chief accountant of the ?/arge—scale
bread-baking plant, during the war became a
fifghter of tanks. Those who know the essence
of this military profession will understand that
people with strong character only were able to
master it. My grandfather has defended Moscow,
knocked out tanks near Stalingrad and on the
Kursk Bulge, has been wounded three times: in
the chest therefore he spoke hoarsely, in the leg
therefore he limped slightly, in the arm so it
cannot unbend. His sun — my father has been
called to front-line forces in 1944, he mopped
up Poland from fascists, stormed Vienna and
Berlin and about the war end has learnt on Elba
where his battalion has come across Americans.
He was only 18 years old at that time... There
are millions of such destinies therefore we have
won.

Today nobody from my parentsand grandparents
is among the live. Wartime generation impetuously
leave and our debt is not only to honor memory
about left, but to surround live fathers and
mothers, grandfathers and grandmothers with the
care and attention while it is not late. I expect to
be heard by our readers.
