ôàêòè÷åñêè ñòàëî èìåíåì íàðèöàòåëüíûì – òàê ñêàçàòü, “êñå-
ðîêñîì” â îáëàñòè àâòîìàòèçàöèè ïðîåêòèðîâàíèÿ è ÷åð÷åíèÿ).

Íå â òðàäèöèÿõ Observer’a ñîçäàâàòü ñåáå êóìèðîâ, íî
ýòîò ñëó÷àé – îñîáûé. Íåëüçÿ íå âîñõèùàòüñÿ ýòîé ìóæå-
ñòâåííîé, óìíîé, òîíêîé è ÷åñòîëþáèâîé æåíùèíîé, çàñëó-
ãè êîòîðîé ïåðåä êîìïàíèåé Autodesk, å¸ àêöèîíåðàìè,
ìíîãî÷èñëåííûìè ïîëüçîâàòåëÿìè è ðûíêîì â öåëîì òðóä-
íî ïåðåîöåíèòü. ×òî ãðåõà òàèòü: âîñõîæäåíèå Êýðîë
Áàðòö – íå÷àñòûé ïðèìåð òîãî, êàê äîñòàòî÷íî ñèëüíûå
ìóæ÷èíû íå ñìîãëè îñòàíîâèòü æåíùèíó â å¸ ñòðåìëåíèè
çàíÿòü è óäåðæèâàòü âûñøèå ïîñòû â ìåæäóíàðîäíîé êîð-
ïîðàöèè íà ïðîòÿæåíèè ïîëóòîðà äåñÿòêîâ ëåò.

Ñàìàÿ ïî÷åòíàÿ íàãðàäà, ïðèñóæäàåìàÿ Observer’îì, –

ùåíèþ ïðîáëåì íàó÷íî-òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîé è èííîâàöèîí-
íîé ñôåðû â 2005 ãîäó, â ïîäòâåðæäåíèå ÷åãî íàøà èçäà-
òåëüñêàÿ êîìïàíèÿ CAD/CAM Media Publishing ïîëó÷èëà
ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèé äèïëîì è çîëîòóþ ìåäàëü ñ “Ðàáî÷èì è
Êîëõîçíèöåé” íà àâåðñå – ýïîõàëüíîå òâîðåíèå òàëàíòëè-
âîé ðèæàíêè Âåðû Ìóõèíîé.

“Â ìèðå íàóêè” äîñòàëîñü ñåðåáðî... 

È, íàêîíåö, ïîñëåäíåå. Âçÿâ æóðíàë â ðóêè (èëè, íà-
îáîðîò, ïîñòàâèâ åãî íà ïîëêó), âû íàâåðíÿêà îáðàòèòå
âíèìàíèå, ÷òî ôîðìàò ëèñòà ñòàë íåìíîãî ìåíüøå â ñðàâíå-
