And finally — the highlight of this issue — interview with
Jeff Ray, SolidWorks Chief Operating Officer, who became
the fifth participant of our Portraits Gallery. As we constant-
ly are saying, participation at such a project is as award, as
duty! Ability to express, motivate and defend one’s standpoint
on the offered non-trivial questions from CAD/CAM/PLM
world. We congratulate Jeff with this award and thank him
for his non-indifferent approach to his participation in this
project.
